1. What is MOLIONS? 
 MOLIONS is a mailing list. When you post (send) mail to the posting 

address, that mail is automatically sent to everyone that is a member of 
the mailing list. 

 
2. Who can be a member? 

 MOLIONS is intended for Missouri Lions and their families.  However 
other Lions and other friends of Lionism are welcome to participate. 

 
3. How does one subscribe (or unsubscribe) ? 

 To subscribe:   Send E-mail to: molions-on@molions.net  
 To unsubscribe: Send E-mail to: molions-off@molions.net  

 
4. How does one post a message? 

 You must be subscribed to the list (see #3). Then send E-mail to the 
posting address which is:  molions@molions.net  

 
5. What sort of things can one post? 

 Anything that is in good taste and of interest to Missouri Lions. 
Announcements of charter nights, club anniversaries, births, deaths, 
questions about membership, conventions, etc are all examples of things 
that might be posted. Lively discussions of all things Lionistic are 
expected! Please refrain from partisan politics, religion, and items which 
might offend those of us with delicate natures. In other words, post the 
same sort of things that would be considered proper to announce at a 
Lions Club meeting. 

 
6. Can one post messages with attachments or in HTML form? 

 This mailing list, like many others, does not permit attachments or HTML. 
You may not post in "multi-part”, it MUST be plain text. If you experience 
a problem with this, send E-mail to J.Y. for suggestions.
